(4 x 16) -12 = 52 ounces

12 + ( 28 ÷ 14) = 14 stones

1,400 x 16 = 22,400 ounces

2 x 80 ÷ 16 = 10 pounds

448 ÷ 4 ÷ 16 = 7 pounds

(42÷ 7) x 16 =  96 ounces
